TYSA Policies
1. Practices shall begin and end within 5 minutes of their scheduled time.

2. Teams shall practice at the times and locations scheduled with the TYSA administrator.

3. A coach shall not leave the facility where his or her team played a game or practiced until all of his players are picked up from the facility or has determined that any remaining players are left with a responsible adult.  Every team shall have at least two adults present at each practice.
4. The lights on a lit facility after sun set shall not be turned off until all players and parents associated with a scheduled game or practice are off the field.

5. Goals shall only be used in accordance with TYSA’s goal safety and field set up and close down procedures.  Unlocked goals shall either be properly weighted or staked at the back to prevent accidental overturn and possible injury to persons.  Goals shall only be placed inside a penalty box on a field during games and never during practices.
6. To prevent a potential conflict of interest, staff members paid by TYSA shall not engage in the internal political activities of TYSA in that they shall not solicit any particular member to run for the board of directors nor in any way attempt to influence members on how they should vote for board member candidates.

7. Each TYSA member, volunteer and paid staff member shall deal with each other honestly and fairly and in open communication.  Communications should be with each person on a need to know basis.  Copying communications to others not associated with an issue to grandstand a position or to publicly disparage a TYSA member, volunteer or paid staff, will not be tolerated and will be grounds for a disciplinary hearing with possible disciplinary action up to and including dismissal of board members and paid staff.
8. Board members and paid staff shall publicly represent TYSA in a positive light and shall not publicly make disparaging remarks about TYSA or it members nor release information publicly that may be harmful to TYSA.  This does not preclude open discussions in board meetings nor between board members in constructive criticism, identifying problems and recommending improvements.

9. There shall be no more than four adults on the coach’s sideline during a game.  Any adult on the sideline must be a team official which can include the team’s coach, assistant coach, manager, league’s trainer or league’s DOC or ADOC.  There shall be no youth on the coach’s side line that is not registered to the team or a registered guest player.
10. Spectators shall be on the side of the field opposite of the teams’ and coaches’ side, a minimum of 3 yards off the touch line and no closer to the end of the field than the penalty area.  There shall not be any spectators behind either goal line.

11. TYKES shall be given a ball when they register for the first time with TYSA.  This means a ball should be good for up to four seasons.  Recreational program head coaches will be given a ball bag, practice pennies, cones, coaches gift and coaches shirt once a seasonal year and will be given a game ball once each season.  Select coaches will be given the same items except they will not receive a coaches gift, will be given two game balls per team per season and will be given one shirt per team they coach per year.
12. The posting of information on the leagues website or the publishing of any information using the leagues logos or funds shall be approved by TYSA’s administrator and either TYSA’s president or chairman of the board.  In addition, all documents to be printed in hard copy must be reviewed by TYSA’s director of communications.
13. Teams shall not play or practice on a field that is published as closed on TYSA’s web site.  Closures will be posted by 3:00 p.m. each day the fields are to be closed.  Changes in weather conditions after that time that pose a safety hazard to the well being of TYSA’s members are to be determined by the coaches in accordance with Dekalb County’s rules.
14. During the seasonal year, a player not registered with the league must have a parent sign a liability/medical release form before participating in a tryout or team practice.  No player registered to another league without a release through the state association may participate in a tryout or team practice.

15. The league will provide financial assistance to players whose families meet the eligibility criteria on a first come first serve basis until all funds are exhausted from the financial assistance account on a per season basis.  Application for assistance and providing proof of eligibility must be made for each season assistance is requested.  The board of directors establishes the eligibility criteria and level of assistance available before registration for the fall season of each year.  The league provides financial assistance for the cost of registrations only.  Uniforms and training fees are not included.  The cost of training fees charged each participant in the Academy program is established each year to provide for one player per age group per gender to receive financial assistance with training fees.  Financial assistance for training fees for players in the select program is provided by each team that elects to do so.  A player’s receipt of financial assistance from a team should not be discussed with or in front of the team’s players.  A player’s receipt of financial assistance from the league shall be held confidential.  A confidential copy of financial assistance awarded each season shall be forwarded to the treasurer each season by the financial assistance review committee indicating the name of the recipient and the amount awarded.
16. No member of the board of directors shall hold an association salaried paid position.

17. No purchase over $50 shall be made by any person on behalf of the association without first filling out a purchase order and having it approved by the president before presenting to a vendor.  No person shall expect reimbursement of any expenses incurred on behalf of the association without prior verbal approval of the expenditure from the president.  The person placing an order shall notify the treasurer upon receipt of the ordered items and notify the treasurer of any variances from the order placed.
